The result was to-
deposo the mountain Kanchinjinga from its throne as the
higbeat point on the carth’s surface, That distinction be-
longs for the present to a peak 100 miles from Eanchinjings,
and between that mountain and Eatmandoo. This peak is
ascertained to be 29,002 feset above the sea lovel; Kanchin-
jinga is 28,156 feet, and Dewalagira, the mountain which
“ gchool geographies” persist in calling ** the higbeat in the
known world,” is only 26,826 feet. The mountain has no
name intelligible to civilised men, and Colonsl Waungh has
therefore ventured to denominateit '* Mount Everest,” aftera
former surveyor-general. A apecial report on all these peaks
will shortly be forwarded to England, and will, I hope,
attract someo attention. The efforts of this department to
increase topographical knowledge, and the success of Colonel’
Waugh individually, have scarcely recsived she public recog-
nition they deservo.—Calcutta correspondent of the Times.

The mountain has no name intelligible to civilised men ,and Colonel Waugh has therefore ventured to demnominate it "
Mount Everest," after a former surveyor-general. A special report on all these peaks will shortly be forwarded to England ,
and will , I hope , attract some attention. The effort of this department to increase topographical knowledge , and the
success of Colonel Waugh individually , have scarcely recieved the public recognition they deserve.
